Subject: Changes to Required Trainings and Request for Input

In response to recent surveys, trainer meetings, and conversations, the DDSD Training
Unit has some exciting news to share regarding changing training requirements and the
development of additional online modules.

Effective immediately, the Pre-Service Manual, Pre-Service, and Teaching and
Support Strategies modules will no longer be required. They will be replaced with
the following online modules:

While staying true to our values, we would also like to share with you the direction the
Training Unit is pursuing and hopes to have completed by January 2021. Our goal is to
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create user-friendly, accessible, efficient, and concise online trainings for all waivers for
all Direct Support Professionals, Direct Support Staff Supervisors, Service Coordinators,
Case Managers, and DDSD Staff.
